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5th February 2019
Dear Parents,
Safe Internet Use

This week is Internet Safety week. Our children are constantly taught how to stay safe and act responsibly when using the internet and other forms of Social Media and this week we will be giving special emphasis to this in each class. A useful resource for parents is the website: www.thinkuknow.co.uk. Please remember that the internet, and social media especially, gives children the opportunity to communicate with other children and adults they do not know. For primary school children any use of the internet should be fully supervised by adults at home.
Holidays and Parents’ Evening
School finishes for half term at 3pm on Friday 15th February and children return on Monday 25th February. In the week before half term, the children will bring home a Mid-Year Report – with a brief indication of how they are doing after half of the school year.

Non-uniform day

Money raised will be split between school funds, which helps towards the costs of trips and events for the children, and St Ann’s Hospice which provides help for adults with life limiting illnesses and their families.

P.E. is on the same days each week and is a very important part of school life. If you are unsure please speak with your child’s teacher. Most children leave their P.E. kits in school, taking them home at half term to wash them.
