· Please keep your distance from other parents and carers on the school playground. Unless you are waiting for siblings, as soon as you have dropped off or picked your child up, please leave the school grounds immediately.

· If you need to speak to your child’s teacher please contact the school office and they will arrange for the teacher to call you. 

· Please help your child by getting them to school on time. We are seeing the same children arriving repeatedly late. These children are struggling to settle in to school each day and, because we have to keep children apart, it is causing big delays at the front office.
